Poster presentation for the Malcolm Taylor Award  – call for abstracts

Guidelines for entry:

The abstract should be no more than 250 giving a summary of the poster you would like to present. 

Topics should focus on one of four main areas:

· an innovation in nursing practice

· practice development 

· care management for people with epilepsy

· service provision / role of the nurse for people with epilepsy 

Heading
This should state the title of the project and clearly state the author’s names, professional status and place of employment.

Method

Explain briefly how and when the project was undertaken and what data was gathered. 

Results
What did the analysis of the data show? It is often useful to state these in both numbers and percentages. This should correspond with a chart.

Conclusion
Give a short summary of the project findings and any concluding remarks that have been drawn from the project.

Abstracts to be in by 1st April 2012..

Poster:

The poster should be no larger than A1 size. Emphasis should be given to presentation with illustrations, in the form of diagrams, charts and pictures, as applicable. Text should be concise and take up no more than 50% of the poster.
