In addition Epilepsy Action runs epilepsy seminars, conferences, memory workshops and action days. These events are an occasion for people with epilepsy and their friends and family to meet other people living with the condition. They can also listen to informative presentations about epilepsy and ask questions or give input.
Such events also present a chance to meet and talk to Epilepsy Action staff, branch members and sometimes experts, such as a nurse or consultant.
